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Public Health Centers (PHCs) in Japan

Public health centers are public health administrative institutions established
by local governments according to the Public Health Center Act enacted in 1947
(amended to the current Community Health Act in 1994).

There are 469 PHCs nationwide in Japan as of April 1, 2022.

The major roles of PHCs 1n Japan i1s health promotion, health security, and
disease prevention. PHCs practice preventive medicine, but not curative
medicine as 1n some other countries.

The director of a public health center i1s required be a medical doctor with
working experience in public health for more than three years.

Since 2005, a limited number of non-MDs who have shown adequate public
health ability have been able to become directors for a limited period (2 years).
So far, some dentists have been inducted as directors.

* In cooperation with the municipalities and related organizations within
their jurisdiction, they work on wide-area operations such as food
sanitation and infectious diseases, specialized operations such as
medical and pharmaceutical affairs and measures against mental and
intractable diseases. They also work on large-scale, widespread
infectious diseases and food poisoning, natural disasters, and health
crisis management of unknown causes, to improve the health level of
residents throughout the region.

* In addition to the above services provided by prefectural public health
centers, they provide maternal and child health services such as infant
health check-ups, lifestyle-related disease countermeasures such as
health check-ups and giving health recommendations, and direct
services 1Including cancer screening for the cities’ residents.
